HEARING IMPAIRMENT

ADVICE FOR TEACHERS
· Make sure the student is seated where he/she can hear and see 
· Make sure the student is looking at the speaker before speaking
· Encourage students to listen - “I want you to listen very carefully…”

· Use a clear strong voice, speaking naturally and at a normal rate. Speak in sentences, not single words and try to keep the talk short Never shout as this distorts lip patterns
· Allow the Hearing Impaired student to see your face and expression

· Try not to walk around when speaking

· Do not speak while writing on the black board, the student will not be able to see your face

· Be aware of new vocabulary being introduced

· Use pictures and written words (black board, etc) to help students understand what you are saying / teaching.  
· Make sure only one person talks at a time

· Repeat other student’s answers/relevant contributions in class discussions

· Allow Hearing Impaired students more time to think and answer a question
· Check that the Hearing Impaired student has understood what has been said

· A hearing Impaired student cannot write notes AND lipread. They may need a photo copy of the notes before the lesson

· Write homework instructions on the board so that nothing is heard incorrectly or not understood
· Hearing Impaired Students may look at another person’s work to make sure they have understood an instruction. They are not cheating!  (Usually!)
